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ANSI Approves Model
Law Surveyor Standard
Developed by NCEES

The American National Stan-
dards Institute (ANSI) recently
approved the Model Law Surveyor
(MLS) standard developed by the
National Council of Examiners
for Engineering and Surveying
(NCEES).

This standard outlines the re-
quirements for attaining licensure as
a professional surveyor. Its criteria
are divided into education, profes-
sional experience, and examinations.
The standard is used by NCEES as
a guideline for its member licens-
ing boards, which grant licensure
to engineers and surveyors in all 50
states and several U.S. territories.

Prior to being approved by the
ANSI Board of Standards Review,
the MLS standard was published
on the NCEES home page and in
ANSIlis Standards Review and open
to public comment.

NCEES has been a standards
development organization of ANSI,
the U.S. representative to the Inter-
national Organization for Standards
(1SO), since 2007. Its standard for
Model Law Engineer was approved
by ANSI earlier this year. Its stan-
dard for Model Law Structural
Engineer is currently under public
review.

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Remember to Claim Carry-over PDHs

Registration Renewals Due Soon

Architects, Engineers and Landscape Architects registered prior to
January 1, 2008, must have completed 24 hours of continuing education in
health, safety and welfare to renew registrations expiring on December 31,

2009.

Land Surveyors registered prior to January 1, 2008 must have com-
pleted 30 hours of continuing education to renew registrations expiring on

December 31, 2009.

All registrants are reminded that your renewal application must indi-
cate the number of units being carried forward if you earned more than the
minimum required and want to apply extra units to the next renewal period.

Architects, Engineers and Landscape Architects may carry forward up
to 12 PDHSs and Surveyors may carry forward up to 15 per renewal period. If
a registrant claims carryover hours, they must maintain proof of the carry-

over hours.
